Travel Directions to UC Berkeley for PCCBS Meeting, March 26-28, 2004

By Car

From Northbound Highway 101 (San Francisco/Daly City):

Follow 101 North; then switch to 80 East, SF/Oakland Bay Bridge. After Bay Bridge, exit to I-80 East (Berkeley/Sacramento). Exit on University Ave. Continue East on University Ave. for approx. 1.5 miles to Oxford Street.

From Highway 24: Exit Telegraph Avenue. Continue on Telegraph until it dead ends at the campus on Bancroft. Make a right on Fulton, which will become Oxford St. in 2 locks. Continue on Oxford to University.

From Westbound Highway 13: Highway 13 becomes Tunnel Road. Continue on Tunnel Rd. which becomes Ashby Ave. near the Claremont Hotel. Turn right at Shattuck Ave. Turn right at University Ave. and continue east one block to Oxford St.

From I-80 East or West: Exit University Ave. Continue east on University Ave for approx.1.5 miles to Oxford St.

From Westbound I-580: Exit I-80 East (to Berkeley, Sacramento). Exit at University Ave. Continue east on University for approx. 1.5 miles to Oxford.

From North I-880 (San Jose; Hayward; Oakland Airport): Stay in left center lanes. Exit 80 East (to Berkeley). Exit at University Avenue. Continue East on University Ave. for approx. 2 miles to Oxford.

Airport Shuttle

BayPorter Express is the main shuttle service between SFO and Oakland airports to Berkeley. Reservations must now be made in advance.

San Francisco International Airport, now boarding at Arrival Baggage Level #1. 

When you have your baggage and are ready for Ground Transportation at SFO, call BayPorter Dispatcher at 1-877-467-1800 (within SF Bay Area toll Free) from any pay telephone, or from the Phone boards at Baggage Claim.  It is important that you call the BayPorter Dispatcher from the Airport because Vans are only allowed at the Terminals while actively boarding Passengers.  Give your Confirmation Number or Name to our Operator, who will then provide you with the exact time to proceed to the nearest Courtyard. Cost for one-way service is $25.

Oakland International Airport Boarding Instructions: 

When you have your Baggage and are ready for Ground Transportation at Oakland International Airport, call the BayPorter Dispatcher at 1-877-467-1800 (within SF Bay Area toll free) or from the phone bank at the information desk at the front of the Terminal.  Give your confirmation number or name to the Operator, who will then provide you with the exact time to proceed to the Door-to-Door Boarding areas.  Vans normally are available within 30 minutes, advance reservations are required, service is from 5 am until 10 pm daily. Cost for one-way service is $21.

A taxi cab is approx. $65 from SFO to Berkeley and $35 from Oakland airport to Berkeley.

* Please note that BART (Bay Area Rapid Transit) now operates regularly from both airports and a ride to Downtown Berkeley station costs under $6*

Accommodations and Arrangements

Parking:

Please do not park in University Parking Facilities or on the campus. There are several lots available within walking distance from campus. These include: City of Berkeley Sather Gate Garage, located on Durant between Dana and Telegraph (south side of campus); University of California Student Union Garage, located on Bancroft, west of Telegraph; City of Berkeley surface parking lot at Oxford St, Allston way, and Kittredge; City of Berkeley Center Street Garage, 2025 Center St. between Shattuck and Milvia St.; metered street parking.

Hotels:

A block of hotel rooms has been reserved at the Hotel Durant (1-800-238-7268). Located at 2600 Durant Ave., the hotel is a five-minute walk to campus. Conference rates are $120/night (single) and $125/night (double) plus tax, for the nights of March 25-28. Rooms must be reserved by March 5 to guarantee this rate. Give the code “P5000.” Another block of rooms has been reserved at the Howard Johnson Shattuck Plaza Hotel (510-845-7300) on 2086 Allston Way, also within walking distance to campus. Singles are $65 plus tax per night; doubles are $75 plus tax, and $10 for each additional guest. This rate for the Shattuck Hotel includes a continental breakfast. Reservations must be made by March 1 under the code “PCCC”.
