Call For Proposals
The Institute of European Studies invites applications from UC departments and professional schools, for funding of a visiting European professor for Fall / Spring of the following academic year on the following terms:

· The holder of this position will conduct a jointly taught proseminar for graduate and professional students of any unit, on subject matter of predominantly European and comparative provenance, in either substantive or methodological terms. The purpose of the proseminar is to interest students in European and comparative topics within their specialization, as well as to provide them with a cross-disciplinary perspective and a sense of the potential community of future scholars interested in European topics. Therefore, it is important that the visiting professor be accessible to students for the entire period of the proseminar. 

· The host department will be required to: appoint a faculty member to co-teach the proseminar; provide appropriate office space and related facilities and services to the visitor (including the processing of visa documents) and ensure appropriate campus publicity to encourage enrollment by students of other departments and schools. 

· IES will give $10,000 per appointment, plus up to $2,000 for the visiting professor’s travel expenses (excluding shipping charges of any kind). The proseminar will run for a full quarter or for a minimum of ten weeks during a semester. 
Applications should include the following items (there is no application form):

· A proposed syllabus and reading list

· A description of planned team-teaching methods

· Curriculum vitae from both participants

· An informal expression of willingness from the visitor

Important: Departments and schools on campuses other than Berkeley or UC San Diego must submit their applications through their campus Contracts and Grants Office, allowing three weeks for processing. Berkeley/San Diego applicants may submit their proposals directly to the Center.
Deadline: February 1 (or the following Monday when February 1 falls on a weekend).
